Schumacher, Chair, called the meeting to order. Motion by Madden, second by Quastad to approve minutes of the last meeting as amended. All ayes, motion carried.

Motion by Madden, second by Quastad to approve minutes of Emmet and Palo Alto Counties Joint Meeting. All ayes, motion carried.

During public forum, Roy Gage provided packets explaining legalities of conditional use permit in anticipation of board members tour of Iowa Protein Solution following the meeting.  

Chair and Quastad shared comments from recent meeting they attended at Central Iowa Detention facility, Eldora, IA. Both had positive comments. Similar visit scheduled for Northwest Iowa YES Center, Cherokee, IA scheduled January 23th.  
Motion by Juhl, second by Quastad to adopt Emmet County Rules of Procedure for Board of Supervisor Minutes as amended. Roll call vote: Aye: Juhl, Madden, Quastad, Pluth and Schumacher. Nay: None. Motion carried. 

Emmet County Rules of Procedure for Board of Supervisor Minutes as Amended
I.  Board Minutes

a. Preparation of Minutes

i. The County Auditor or his/her designee, shall prepare and maintain minutes of proceedings of the Board.

ii. It is the policy of the Board that minutes shall be concise.  Preparation of minutes will not include every aspect of the Board’s meeting relating to specifics of discussion and debate, but will include all significant events relating to official action such as,


1.  Date, time and place of the meeting.


2.  Board Members present and those absent from any portion of the meeting.

3.  A concise statement of the matter before the Board, those persons speaking on the matter, and a synopsis of the speaker’s position, including matters brought to the Board during public forum. 

4.  A notation of specified issues or clarifications that have salient bearing on the matter being decided.

5.  A notation of the memoranda and exhibits which accompany the matter before the Board.

6.  A statement of the specific request or recommendation being presented to the Board.

7.  The specific and full text of each motion, substitute motion, and amendment considered by the Board.  The result of the vote, passage or failure, shall be noted and the vote of each member recorded.

iii. After the County Auditor prepares the minutes, they shall be clearly labeled as UNAPPROVED MINUTES.

iiii. The unapproved minutes shall be immediately emailed to the Board Members and any others who have requested the minutes be emailed to them, posted in the Courthouse, published on the county’s website and be available to the public at the Auditor’s office.

b. Correction and Approval of Minutes

i. Unapproved minutes taken during a previous Board meeting will be distributed to the members of the Board with the Board package for review prior to the next meeting of the Board.

ii. Any member of the Board may request an amendment or correction of the unapproved minutes.

iii. Approval of prior meeting minutes with amendments or correction, if there are any, shall be accomplished through a formal motion by a Board Member and a vote of the majority of the Board Members.

iiii. Following approval of the Board minutes, the County Auditor shall prepare the APPROVED MINUTES and clearly label them as such.  The approved minutes shall be emailed to the Board Members, available for public viewing, and furnished for official publication (paid for by the County) in the official newspapers of the county as designated by the Board.  Official publication should be within seven days of approval of the minutes.

Chair discussed Iowa Protein Solution tour details by phone as follows: Schumacher and Pluth 10:45 am and Quastad and Juhl 11:30 am after today’s meeting. 

From City of Armstrong: Greg Buum, mayor, Rhett Hiney, councilmember, and Craig Merril, chief of police requested renewing dispatching agreement negotiations at a reduced amount.  
Walter Davis-Oeth, Emmet County Engineer, Rich Blinkmann, Emmet Secondary Road Maintenance Superintendent, and Travis Fredricksen, Emmet County Field/Tile Foreman presented the following: 
Motion by Quastad, second by Juhl to approve final voucher for Wallingford and Armstrong Overlays. All ayes, motion carried.
Davis-Oeth provided possible 28E agreements on acting as interim engineer for Palo Alto County and notified the board of hiring new equipment operator.  Also, crews have been working on equipment and doing sand runs. 
Mike Martens, Emmet County Sheriff, provided courthouse security plan update and year end activity report including: numbers of calls for service, citations, warnings and jail bookings. Martens provided possible updates and costs of improving panic button response time and installing courthouse security cameras. 
Board reviewed Auditor, Recorder, Sheriff and Veterans Affairs Quarterly Reports.

Motion by Madden, second by Pluth to approve Clay County Secondary Roads drainage claim for repairs to Jt. DD #61 for $448.50 and forward to Dickinson County. All ayes, motion carried.

Motion by Madden, second by Pluth to reappoint Cathy Wikert to Emmet County Board of Adjustment. All ayes, motion carried.
