Absent: None
Schumacher, Chair, called the meeting to order.   Motion was made by Pluth, seconded by Madden, to approve the minutes from last week’s meeting and also approve them for publication.  All ayes, motion carried.
During public forum, Schumacher discussed with the Board on any follow up information on a couple of items from last week’s meeting.  The first being the condition of the fairgrounds after the rodeo.  Pluth stated that last Wednesday a lot of work was done on the fairgrounds and the fair board seemed very pleased with it.  Pluth will ask Secondary Roads to use a grader to do a little more work on the tractor pulling track.  Also discussed was there any progress on the armory roof?  There was no further information available on this.  Board members will get in touch with some individuals to see what, if any progress, is being made on this issue.  Also discussed was the possibility of rescinding Emmet County’s Ordinance that is in place offering a five year declining property tax abatement and possibly re-writing and rewording a new Ordinance.
Presented to the Board for their information, was a letter from the Department of the Army, Corps of Engineers, concerning joint drainage district ECD#61, concerning the restoration of approximately 3709 lineal feet of the joint drainage district in Section 22, Township 97 North, and Range 35 in Clay County, Iowa.  The project is authorized under Nationwide Permit No. 41.
The Board approved and Chair signed the drainage statement for ECD#61 in the amount of $4,816.00 to Jacobson-Westergard for engineering services for April of 2016 for the reclassification project.  It was moved by Madden, seconded by Quastad to sign and forward the statement back to Dickinson County.  All ayes, motion carried.

Engineer, Davis-Oeth, also explained to the Board that due to a couple of accidents this year, he was notified last week from our worker’s compensation insurance, that we are now considered to be on a Risk Management Action Plan list.   Worker’s compensation insurance may do some review and present some guidance to the engineer’s office.   He stated, unfortunately, any reductions in premiums, will probably go away for a while.  He has been talking with Nancy Danielson, our representative, and she will present him with more details on this matter in the future.

Walter Davis-Oeth, Emmet County Engineer, updated the Board on the retirement of an equipment operator in the Estherville shed and asked for the Board’s approval of the re-hiring for the position by July 1st or shortly thereafter will be his goal.  He re-explained to the Board the process of hiring a new union equipment operator for his department.
Michele Howing, Emmet County Attorney’s office, came in and requested approval from the Board of adding an additional claim to be paid to the Iowa County Attorney’s Association for $50.00, to send an employee of the office to training.  The Board gave their approval of this request to Howing. 

It was moved by Juhl, seconded by Pluth, to approve the liquor license and Sunday Sales for the Elks Lodge.  All ayes, motion carried.

The Board reviewed the county’s monthly claims.  It was moved by Juhl, seconded by Madden, to approve the claims as listed in the claims register, with the addition of the additional claim to Iowa Attorney’s Association in the amount of $50.  All ayes, motion carried.
