Motion was made by Madden, seconded by Pluth to approve the Chairman signing and the Board sending  the letter to President Obama’s Administration and the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) in support to keep ground-level ozone emissions at 75 parts per billion (ppb) and not reducing to 65 ppb.  All ayes, motion carried.
At 10:00, Schumacher called to order the NFP Farm 254 Morlin Site Confinement Feeding Operation public hearing.  There were no comments from the public during the hearing.  Motion made by Madden, seconded by Quastad, to close the public hearing.  All ayes, motion carried.
Discussion was then held with New Fashion Pork’s representatives, Emmet County Secondary Road’s Department, and the Board concerning the level B road that the hog confinement will be located on.  Davis-Oeth, County Engineer, presented an estimate of what he feels it will take to bring a 1 mile stretch of road from a level B road to a level A road.  Davis-Oeth is not in favor of doing only a part of the road, as suggested by New Fashion Pork.   There will be future discussion on this.
Moved by Quastad, seconded by Juhl, to recommend the operation and also approve the matrix of NFP Farm 254 Morlin Site in Section 19 of Twelve Mile Lake Township and forward to the DNR.  All ayes, motion carried.
Penny Clayton, City of Estherville Administrator, presented a proposal to strengthen and revitalize economic development efforts in Estherville and Emmet County.   Moved by Pluth, seconded by Juhl to support the economic plan and be a part of the procedure.  All ayes, motion carried.
