Schumacher, Chair, called the meeting to order.   Motion was made by Juhl, seconded by Quastad, to approve the minutes from last week’s meeting and also approve them for publication.  All ayes, motion carried. 
During public forum, Kathy Preston, Emmet County Public Health Nurse, updated the Board on Maternal/Child Health Services that are currently offered in Emmet County through a contract with Webster County Health Department.  Webster County currently holds the Maternal/Child Health (MCH) Grant to provide services in 11 counties. The Iowa Department of Public Health (IDPH) has asked if Webster County would have interest in increasing their service area by 4 more counties in our area. Because of the size of the service area, they have asked Kathy Preston if Emmet County Public Health would have an interest in assisting with management of this part of the territory.  Grant funding would be available for Emmet County Public Health to hire an additional nurse to provide MCH services. Preston stated that she can see some revenue dollars coming into the County with this program.  She was asking for the Board’s support for this proposal. Madden stated that you certainly have our endorsement.  

Walter Davis-Oeth, Engineer presented a utility permit for Iowa Lakes Electric Cooperative on the Gage Property in Section 17 of Emmet Township to replace on overhead line to an underline bore.  It was moved by Madden, seconded by Quastad to approve the utility permit.  All ayes, motion carried.

Davis-Oeth, Engineer, presented a second utility permit for Iowa Lakes Electric Cooperative in Sections 32 & 33 in Estherville Township, to replace an overhead line with an underground bore.  It was moved by Juhl, seconded by Madden to approve the utility permit.  All ayes, motion carried.            

Davis-Oeth stated secondary road crews have been working on the Wempe corner on N24 and A48.  From there, they will go and continue with the road re-build on the Class B road.

It was moved by Juhl, seconded by Quastad, to approve using L.O.S.S.T. funds in the amount of $18,000 to pay the final bill to Opie’s Construction for the remainder owing on the roof for the armory building, with a note stating when the County gets reimbursed from the Insurance Company, that the money will be put back in that fund.  A paid prior check will be issued today.  All ayes, motion carried.
