Schumacher, Chair, called the meeting to order. Motion by Madden, seconded by Juhl, to review and approve the minutes of the previous meeting for publication.  All ayes, motion carried. 
During public forum, Kathy Preston, Emmet County Public Health Nurse, informed the Board that one of their home-care aides has resigned and she would like to hire a replacement for her.  Her Board has approved the new hiring.  Schumacher thanked her and appreciated her keeping the Board of Supervisors informed.

Don Reffer, B & W Control Specialists, re-visited with the Board about the weed control in Emmet County’s ditches and drainage ditches.  Reffer presented the Board with a quote for tree and brush control along certain drainage ditches in Emmet County; they try to do about 1/3 of the ditches per year on a 3 year rotation for the ditches. Reffer stated that this quote could be lower than he presented, but never higher.  It was moved by Madden, seconded by Pluth, to accept the quote for the tree and brush control along the listed ditches in Emmet County as presented. All ayes, motion carried.

Amy Sathoff, Emmet County Auditor, introduced her new employee, Roxanne Budach, to the Board.  The Board welcomed Budach to Emmet County.

At 9:45 a.m., the Board reopened the public hearing for the Joel Jacobson New Construction site, located in Section 22 of High Lake Township, which was continued from last week’s Board meeting.  Previously, Travis Fredericksen discussed with the Board the separation distance for two ponds that are located near the site.  Fredericksen spoke today stating his concern was still with the pond separation distance.  Pluth stated that he had visited with Cindy Martens from the DNR and the separation distance from the building to the pond (if the pond has an outlet) is 500 feet. If there is no outlet for a pond, then there is not a setback distance requirement.  Also, Pluth stated as long as the manure is incorporated into the soil, there is no distance requirement.  Pluth and Quastad discussed the drainage also on this site. The site will be on the peak of the hill. The setback to Burr Oak is 1,000 feet; setback for wetlands is 2,500 feet.  He stated Martens from the DNR said the distance was okay and that is what she is going to regulate by.  Quastad did have a suggestion for Joel Jacobson, that being, if the land could be contoured when the building is being built to keep the water from going to the west.  Jacobson said he would go along with that.
After discussion, Chair asked for a motion to close the public hearing.  Moved by Juhl, seconded by Quastad, to close the public hearing.  All ayes, motion carried. A motion was made by Madden, seconded by Pluth, to move forward with the permit and approve the matrix of the Joel Jacobson site, and forward to the DNR with Board approval. All ayes, motion carried.
Chairman Schumacher adjourned the meeting at 9:54 a.m.
