Todd Peterson spoke stating that the condos or storage facilities will be 25’ x 60’.  They will be as basic as possible to make them workable for renting.  There will be no residence addition, just basic storage condos.  Also, Peterson stated that right now there is rural water running to a house that is located on the property.  Hallgren, spoke stating that the plat is pretty straight forward and fits in with the property.  He stated as long as all the requirements of the final plat were met, he feels things are okay.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE EMMET COUNTY OFFICIAL ZONING MAP ADOPTED JANUARY 29, 2013 AND PUBLISHED MARCH 13, 2013 TO RE-ZONE A PARCEL LOCATED IN THE NORTHWEST QUARTER OF THE NORTHWEST QUARTER OF SECTION 25, TOWNSHIP 99 NORTH, RANGE 34 WEST OF THE 5TH P.M., (ESTHERVILLE TOWNSHIP) EMMET COUNTY, IOWA
Be It enacted by the Board of Supervisors of Emmet County, Iowa:
SECTION 1.  Purpose.  The purpose of this Ordinance is to amend the Emmet County Official Zoning Map as adopted January 29, 2013 and published March 13, 2013; all in compliance with Article 25 of the 2013 Emmet County Zoning Ordinance.
SECTION 2:  Parcel to be Re-Zoned.  LOT ONE (1) OF PETERSON ACRES SUBDIVISION IN THE NW ¼ OF THE NW ¼ OF SECTION 25, TOWNSHIP 99 NORTH, RANGE 34 WEST OF THE 5TH P.M., EMMET COUNTY, IOWA.
SECTION 3:  Amendment to the Zoning Map.  The parcel described in Section 2 above is hereby re-zoned from A-1 Agriculture to C-1 Highway Commercial.
SECTION 4:  Procedure and Findings.  All notice and public hearings required by Article 25 of the 2013 Emmet County Zoning Ordinance have been accomplished and the Emmet County Board of Supervisors finds that this re-zoning is consistent with the objectives of the Zoning Ordinance and Comprehensive Plan.
SECTION 5:  Conflict with Other Ordinances.  All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed.
SECTION 6:  Severability Clause.  If any section, provision, or part of this Ordinance shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the Ordinance as a whole or any section, provision, or part thereof not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.
SECTION 7:  When Effective.  This Ordinance shall become effective after its final passage, approval, and publication as provided by law.
