Bev Juhl, Vice-Chair, called the meeting to order. Motion by Pluth, seconded by Madden, to review and approve the minutes of the previous meeting for publication.  All ayes, motion carried. 
During public forum, Roy Gage, addressed the Board on concerns about the future of the armory building.   The Board stated, that at this time, they are not sure what the future of the building will be.  They are still discussing this ongoing situation. Supervisor Madden stated can we repurpose the building or replace with something more useable?
Eric Anderson, Emmet County Conservation discussed with the Board the archery program and their use of the Armory Bldg. The archery program starts the first part of December and goes through the end of March, every Wednesday after school and every Saturday.  Anderson stated that the archery program uses the south wing of the armory building.  Anderson is not opposed for the fair board to use the building but is asking that Emmet Co Conservation could continue to use it for the archery program and reserve a spot by the door for their archery trailer.  The Board stated that Anderson should talk with Betty Fiddler to get things worked out.  Supervisor Juhl stated that there is no reason they can’t share the armory building.
Walter Davis-Oeth, Emmet County Engineer, presented a utility permit for Iowa Lakes Electric Cooperative, Estherville Twp., Section 26.  It was moved by Quastad, seconded by Pluth to approve the utility permit located at Peterson’s Subdivision, being a new service to a new building.  All ayes, motion carried.

Davis-Oeth also informed the Board of the retirement of a Secondary Road Employee.  He asked the Board for permission to refill the position.  The Board gave Davis-Oeth their approval.
Davis-Oeth also discussed with the Board some FMLA issues and how he is proceeding with them.

Davis-Oeth discussed with the Board, Secondary Roads use of the armory building.  He stated that it is nice for storage, but it sounds like the fair board has a better use for it, being a revenue source for them.  Davis-Oeth stated that secondary roads will find another way to store some of their equipment.  Supervisor Pluth suggested another storage option for Secondary Roads equipment; that being another building on the fairgrounds.
Davis-Oeth presented the Board with information concerning the current road grader that has age and a lot of hours .  He has been looking into possibly trading it off for a newer used grader with fewer hours.  He will compile the information and present it back to the Board.

Secondary roads received compliments and a thank-you for their recent help at our campgrounds; that being smoothing out the pads at the campground. 

The Board reviewed the county’s monthly claims.  It was moved by Quastad, seconded by Madden, to approve the claims as listed in the claims register.  All ayes, motion carried.
It was moved by Pluth , seconded by Quastad, to approve the drainage claims as listed.  All ayes, motion carried.

It was moved by Madden, seconded by Pluth to sign and approve payment of bill for ECD#61 drainage district and send back to control county, Dickinson County, for payment.  The bill was to Sam Wedeking for $507.50.  All ayes, motion carried.

It was moved by Pluth, seconded by Quastad, to adjourn the meeting at 10:10 a.m.
