  Present: Tim Schumacher, Chair; Bev Juhl, Vice-Chair; Al Madden; John Pluth; Jeff Quastad. 

  Absent:  
Schumacher, Chair, called the meeting to order. A motion was made by Quastad, seconded by Madden, to approve the minutes of the previous meeting and also approve them for publication.  All ayes, motion carried. 
During public forum, Quastad discussed with the Board a drainage issue in drainage ditch #79, that he had been contacted about. 

Walter Davis-Oeth, Emmet County Engineer and Dan Burton, Assistant to the Engineer, discussed the winter maintenance agreements with the City of Gruver and the City of Dolliver.  The rate would remain the same that it has been for the last 3 years at $105/hr.  Davis-Oeth stated that it has worked well in the past years.  As the work is performed, the cities are billed.  Burton stated that the cities are very appreciative.  It was moved by Pluth, seconded by Juhl to accept and approve the maintenance agreement for the City of Gruver.  All ayes, motion carried.  It was moved by Madden, seconded by Quastad to accept and approve the maintenance agreement for the City of Dolliver.   All ayes, motion carried.
Davis-Oeth presented for approval the Construction Plan for project STP-S-C032(48)—5E-32, HMA Overlay On N52, from Palo Alto County Line, North, 2.5 Miles to A34 Intersection.  It was moved by Pluth, seconded by Quastad to approve and sign the construction plan as stated above for the 2.5 miles.  All ayes, motion carried.

Davis-Oeth also presented a second Construction Plan for project FM-C032(50)—55-32, Cold-In-Place Recycling and HMA Overlay on N52, 7.5 Miles from intersection with A34  to intersection with Highway 9.  It was moved by Madden, seconded by Juhl to approve and sign the construction plan as stated above for the 7.5 miles.  All ayes, motion carried.
Cory Hanson presented more information about the ATV Ordinance to the Board.  The committee for the ATV ordinance has been working with Emmet County Attorney, Doug Hansen, who is reviewing and drafting the ordinance in proper ordinance form.  The Attorney and committee have changed the definitions of some items. Attorney Hansen will finish the ordinance and email it to the Board before the end of the week.  Hansen will also email to the paper the Notice of Public hearing for consideration of adoption of the ordinance.    It was moved by Juhl, seconded by Quastad, to set a public hearing on the proposed ATV ordinance and have the first reading of it on October 27, 2015 at 9:30 a.m., at the Board Meeting at the Courthouse.  All ayes, motion carried.  Greg VanLangen, Estherville Police Department, and Cory Hanson thanked the Board for keeping an open mind about the proposed ordinance.  The ordinance will be consistent with the City of Estherville’s ATV Ordinance, so it should flow nicely between the two entities.
Lyle Hevern, Director for Estherville & Emmet County Economic Development presented the first quarterly report for the new Economic Development program.  He stated that he has been director now for two months and it has been going well.  Hevern stated that they are working on retail recruitment every day.  He presented the Board with an Economic Development Director’s report, which he went through with them.  

Madden discussed with the other Board members a drainage issue per a phone call he had received.  It was concerning a stretch of Jack Creek, in drainage district EPA #17.  On August 9, 2015, a tornado had gone through this area and while the crops were being taken out, they could see the open ditch was full of blown down trees.  He contacted Mike Rezac, who has cleaned up that area now; with some burning left to do.  He stated that down the road, they are going to have to deal with the big cottonwood trees that are still standing in the ditch. 

It was moved by Quastad, seconded by Pluth, to adjourn the meeting at 10:16 a.m.  All ayes, motion carried.
