Schumacher, Chair, called the meeting to order. A motion was made by Juhl, seconded by                                     Quastad, to approve the minutes of the previous meeting as amended and also approve them for publication.  All ayes, motion carried. 
During public forum, Gary Eckelberg, landowner, was present.  Eckelberg wanted to be updated on the tile problem that concerns his land that was discussed at last week’s board meeting.  Schumacher stated that they will wait for Engineer, Davis-Oeth’s opinion when he arrives at the board meeting. 
Walter Davis-Oeth, Emmet County Engineer presented a Utility Permit on N22 N of Sanderson hog confinement site, for running an extra 2500’ of new telephone cable (Superior Telephone Cooperative) in the east ditch along the road in Emmet Township.  Moved by Quastad, seconded by Pluth, to approve the utility permit.  All ayes, motion carried.
Davis-Oeth, Engineer, also gave his findings, to this point; with the Board and Gary Eckelberg on the drainage issue Eckelberg feels will affect his property.  Davis-Oeth stated that he will need a full survey to get a better look at this situation.  Davis-Oeth stated there is an answer out there, so Eckelberg can drain his field. 
The Board reviewed the quarterly reports of the Auditor, Recorder, Sheriff & Veterans Affairs.  

At 9:30 a.m., the Board held the 2nd Reading of the proposed ATV Ordinance.  Members of the public were present.  County Attorney, Doug Hansen, pointed out the change from the first draft to this draft, that being in Section 4, adding #5 pertaining to passengers on ATV’s and the use of seat belts on Off-road utility vehicles.  It was moved by Quastad, seconded by Juhl, to close the hearing and approve the 2nd reading of the proposed ATV Ordinance.  All ayes, motion carried.  The 3rd and Final reading of the ordinance will be at next week’s Board meeting, November 10th at 9:30 a.m.  The Ordinance may be viewed or a copy picked up at the Auditor’s Office at the Courthouse.
Kiley Miller, CEO, Iowa Lakes Corridor, Larry Anderson, who has volunteered to lead our committee in Emmet County and Penny Clayton, Estherville City Administrator, presented to the Board information on the Iowa Lakes Corridor Development Corporation. He presented a packet to each Board member explaining what the corridor has been doing and what it plans to do going forward.  He stated that during the 20th Century, Iowa has had the slowest growth in the Nation.  Goals of the corridor are many; that being bringing and keeping younger people in our community to fill our jobs, creating population growth, entrepreneurship development, business developments, workforce and housing, apprenticeships and other items.   Iowa Lakes Corridor requested funding of $25,000 in the next FY17.  The Board will consider the request at budget time.
Donell Doering, Elderbridge Agency on Aging, gave her annual report to the Board from the 14-15 Fiscal Year. A handout was provided to the Board detailing all the amenities they provide to our aging population 60 years and older.   Elderbridge Agency requested funding for the FY17 budget of $7,078.  The Board will consider the request at budget time.
It was moved by Quastad, seconded by Pluth, to adjourn the meeting at 10:40 a.m.  All ayes, motion carried.
