Schumacher, Chair, called the meeting to order.   Motion by Quastad, seconded by Madden, to approve the minutes from last week’s meeting and also approve them for publication.  All ayes, motion carried.
During public forum, Quastad informed the Board about a possible change in DD#70 Main Ditch assessment for outlet fees, that being CD#38 in Martin County outlet and outlet fee for Emmet County’s Ditch #127.  Both Martin County and Emmet County Commissioners will meet on this individually and this issue will need to get approval of both Boards.  Quastad has also visited with Rick Hopper from Jacobson-Westergard & Associates.

Pluth stated that he had been at a meeting last Friday at Season’s Center.  He stated that they are wanting to become a Certified Behavioral Health Clinic.  Other information was shared also.
Quastad stated that he had been at the Central Iowa Juvenile Detention Center meeting, stating that Eldora is running short of space at this time.  He discussed other issues with the Board also concerning Eldora.
Walter Davis-Oeth, Emmet County Engineer, presented the MAP-21(Moving Ahead for Progress in the the 21st Century Act) application for the N26 resurfacing project, prepping for federal funding in Northwest Iowa for four miles of roadway south from county line to the intersection of A-34.  The estimate for the project would be $1.1 million dollars, with 60% in federal aid reimbursement for a total federal reimbursement of $660,000; the Engineer’s match would be $440,000.  The construction would occur in 2020.  It was moved by Pluth, seconded by Juhl, to approve and sign the MAP-21 application.  All ayes, motion carried.
The Board tabled ratifying the Union Agreement until next week’s meeting.

A motion was made by Juhl, seconded by Pluth, to revise the agenda in order to set the public hearing date for the Paul Clausen confinement site.  All ayes, motion carried.    
Moved by Quastad, seconded by Juhl, to approve the liquor license, including Sunday Sales, for Estherville Golf LLC, pending approval of Dram Shop Insurance.  All ayes, motion carried.
It was moved by Quastad, seconded by Pluth, to set the Public Hearing for the Paul Clausen confinement site, located in Section 16 of Armstrong Grove Township, for March 22, 2016 at 9:30 a.m. in the Emmet County Board Room.  All ayes, motion carried.
Motion was made by Quastad, seconded by Juhl, to adjourn the meeting at 10:00 a.m.  All ayes, motion carried.
