Dar Lewis, Emmet County Zoning Administrator, asked for the Board’s approval for the reappointment of Amy Streit to the Emmet County Zoning Board of Adjustment for a term of 5 years, until March 15, 2021.  It was moved by Madden, seconded by Pluth, to reappoint Amy Streit to the Zoning Board of Adjustment.  All ayes, motion carried.

Lyle Hevern, Estherville Economic Development Director, and Kiley Miller, Iowa Lakes Corridor CEO, discussed with the Board about putting together a program to help existing small businesses in Emmet County.  As they were working with the Shopko project, they were reminded that they have to keep in mind their existing small businesses in Emmet County. This would develop a program that will focus directly on (Grow with Us Campaign) our small businesses here in Emmet County.  Schumacher stated the possibility of using the Local Option Sales Tax dollars for this program, which funds are to be used for community betterment.  It was moved by Madden, seconded by Pluth to approve the initial allocation from the Local Option Sales Tax Fund in the amount of $25,000 to Emmet County’s Grow With Us Campaign.  All ayes, motion carried.
