Schumacher, Chair, called the meeting to order.   Motion was made by Juhl, seconded by Quastad, to approve the minutes from the Board’s May 31, 2016 meeting and also approve them for publication.  All ayes, motion carried.
Walter Davis-Oeth, Engineer, presented to the Board the fuel and LP letting bids.  There were three fuel bids.  It was moved by Madden, seconded by Pluth, to accept the low bid from Houseman Oil Company of Estherville in the amount of $148,511.70.  All ayes, motion carried.  
There were two bids for LP.  It was moved by Pluth, seconded by Quastad, to accept the low bid from K & H Cooperative, Gruver in the amount of $5,932.50.  All ayes, motion carried.        

Davis-Oeth asked for the Board’s approval for the purchase of a 259 DHF Caterpillar Track Loader in FY2017.  It was moved by Quastad, seconded by Pluth, to grant approval to Davis-Oeth for the purchase of the Track Loader.  All ayes, motion carried.
Davis-Oeth also asked the Board if they have had any calls or complaints concerning county roads. Supervisor Pluth stated that he had a phone call concerning washboards southeast of Wallingford.  
Russ Lair, Jerome Schacherer and other concerned citizens, discussed the water drainage problem on their land over by Cheever Lake that they brought to the Board’s attention  at the May 31, 2016 Supervisor’s meeting. They stated that after the last meeting on the 31st, they had gone through a lot of records at the Courthouse, including drainage records and Supervisor Minutes from the past. Lair said when looking through the records, drainage of Cheever Lake was approved in 1905.  He stated that the bull ditch involved has been cleaned at least two times and stated that the Supervisors at one time did authorize the cleaning.  Lair stated that there is no way to nail down specific details of what was exactly done back in earlier times.  This particular area is not in a drainage district.
Jason Bendixen, Jacobson-Westergard, stated that they could form a drainage district bound by existing drainage laws.  It was stated that two people signing a petition can request an area be classified into a drainage district.  Bendixen also stated that the DNR are not exempt from drainage districts and would have to share in the cost.  It was stated by a Board member that organizing a new drainage district is very expensive for the landowners.
Lair stated that he and Jerome Schacherer have water standing in their fields at this time.  Lair stated that the culvert under the road is a foot to high, backing water into the ditch.  Pluth stated this is affecting us as a County by that water backing into our ditch.  Lair stated that the DNR surveyed this area in 1989 and have since resurveyed since 1989 and called the new mark the high water mark. The Supervisors also agreed that you should be able to maintain your water outlet.  In conclusion, the Board will try and help the concerned citizens.  Quastad will contact Bryan Hellyer from the DNR and Madden will contact Jim Hudson, Drainage Attorney, to see what can be done.  Schumacher stated that we need to stand up for our citizens who have asked for help. 
Kate Pauly, Food Bank of Iowa, did not appear for meeting.
The Board reviewed the monthly claims.  It was moved by Juhl, seconded by Madden, to approve the claims as listed in the claims register, with the exception, until clarified, of two claims, one to E-Pride for $97.26 and one to Rosalise Olson for $97.26.  All ayes, motion carried.

It was moved by Juhl, seconded by Pluth, to approve the drainage claims as listed.  All ayes, motion carried.  
The Board canvassed the results of the June 7, 2016 Primary Election.  Motion was made by Juhl, seconded by Madden, to approve the results as listed in the canvass book.  The canvass book is on record in the Auditor’s office for review.  All ayes, motion carried.
