Walter Davis-Oeth, Emmet County Engineer, reported to the Board that they have their dump truck back.  He stated it is a new functioning truck and it looks great.  The N-52 project should be done with paving by Thursday of this week.  He stated that the shouldering will begin on next Tuesday, which will take approximately 1 week, and then they will have someone in to stripe it. He informed the Board that he has been invited to attend a Farm Bureau meeting in July and asked the Board if they were aware of any new and upcoming drainage projects in the future. Supervisor Quastad stated that there is still the upcoming Grass Lake project.   Engineer also stated that he has had a few applications so far for the equipment operator for secondary roads.
