Schumacher, Chair, called the meeting to order.   Motion was made by Pluth, seconded by Madden, to approve the minutes from last week’s meeting and also approve them for publication.  All ayes, motion carried.
During public forum:  Juhl attended CAASA meeting.  Pluth gave an update on the noxious weed issue and that there are no spray areas and no spraying by houses.  Madden indicated that the Ringsted area ditches are clean and indicated that spot spraying might not work as well.  
Walter Davis-Oeth, Engineer, joined the meeting and the noxious weeds discussion continued.  This year is a bad year for thistles and discussion was held regarding fall application.  Davis-Oeth reported that there will be a few more days of shouldering.  Pluth has heard compliments on the work.  Soft shoulder signs will be going up.  Secondary roads will be doing ditch cleanouts and culvert repair.  The road by the Eggers confinement site may have to have road and culvert built up.  Davis-Oeth attended the Farm Bureau last night and it went well.  He has been asked to return occasionally to their meetings.  Applications for equipment operator close today.
At 9:30 a.m., the Board held the Second Reading of the proposed re-adoption of the County’s Ordinances.  It was moved by Madden, seconded by Juhl, to approve the second reading for re-adoption of the Ordinances.  All ayes, motion carried.

Gene Haukoos updated the Board that no appointment to Board is necessary however the appointment of Bradley Held to be the Contractor for EMS Systems grants.  It was moved by Juhl, seconded by Pluth to appoint Bradley Held to be the Contactor for EMS Systems grants.  All ayes, motion carried.

It was moved by Madden, seconded by Pluth, to approve the Fireworks application and sign and issue a Fireworks Permit to Grant Hansen at 4340 140th Street, Estherville, Iowa for August 5-6, 2016.  Application indicated avenue not street.  Change will be made by Auditor’s office.  All ayes, motion carried.  The Auditor’s office will forward a copy of the application and permit to the Emmet County Sheriff’s office.

The Board was presented and reviewed Manure Management Plans (MMP) for:

New Fashion Pork, Farm 254-Morlins in SW SE 19-98-34.

The Board was presented a statement from Dickinson County Auditor’s office for Joint Drainage District ECD#61 for Jacobson-Westergard in the amount of $5,813.60.  It was moved by Juhl, seconded by Pluth, to have the Chairman sign the drainage claim and return to Dickinson County, Control County for payment.  All ayes, motion carried.

Judy Tangen, Emmet County’s Case Management Director and Mental Health Coordinator, introduced the new Mental Health Advocate, JoAnn Reed, to the Board.  Reed shared with the Board her background in Mental Health.  Tangen also updated the Board on mental health and case management issues including that they are keeping busy with case management and Tangen reported that she attended a region meeting in Waterloo.  There is a whole new billing system that had to be learned and there is a lag time in payments but since we are a member of County Social Services, CSS is able to absorb these costs and maintain operations.  Case Managers had to go thru a whole new 3 year accreditation.  
It was moved by Juhl, seconded by Pluth, to adjourn the meeting at 10:06 a.m.  All ayes, motion carried.
