Schumacher, Chair, called the meeting to order.  Motion was made by Quastad, seconded by Juhl, to review and approve the minutes from last week’s meeting and also approve them for publication.  All ayes, motion carried.

During public forum, Matt Madsen from Mediacom and Lisa Rosburg from the Auditor’s office presented the Board Chair with more documents for Chair’s signature. 
Quastad discussed a drainage issue, the joint pending agreement with drainage district #121 and Minnesota’s Judicial District (JD) #10.

Walter Davis-Oeth, Engineer, presented to the Board for approval Resolution #2016-11 to set a public hearing date to discuss the proposed road (portion of 250th St in Section 32-98-34) to be classified as Area Service “A”.  It was moved by Pluth, seconded by Quastad to set the public hearing date for October 4, 2016 at 9:30 a.m.  Roll call vote was taken; Ayes: Pluth, Quastad, Juhl & Schumacher Nays: none.  All ayes, motion carried.  The Resolution reads as follows:

RESOLUTION TO SET PUBLIC HEARING DATE ON ESTABLISHING A CLASS “A” ROAD – 250TH STREET, TWELVE MILE LAKE TWP
WHEREAS, the Code of Iowa, section 309.57 gives the Board of Supervisors the power to specify certain roads within the County as Area Service “A” roads, and

WHEREAS, the Emmet County Board of Supervisors, after consulting with the County Engineer, desires to designate various roads in Emmet County on the Area Service “A” System to provide for a standard level of maintenance,
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Emmet County Board of Supervisors has scheduled a Public Hearing to be held at 9:30 A.M. on Tuesday, October 4, 2016 in the Board of Supervisors Office in the Emmet County Courthouse, Estherville, Iowa to discuss the proposed road to be classified as Area Service “A”:


That portion of 250th Street, commencing at the intersection of 350th Ave, Section Nineteen (19), Township Ninety-Eight (98) North, Range Thirty-Four (34) West of the Fifth P.M., Emmet County, Iowa thence running west to the intersection of 340th Avenue.  The road alignment is sixty-six (66) feet right-of-way.


At said Public Hearing, any person present, and so wishing will be given the opportunity to be heard, for or against, the proposed road classification.  Any person so wishing may file a document with the Emmet County Auditor’s Office prior to the time of the hearing, should the person wish the document to be read for them at the time of the hearing.

Walter Davis-Oeth, Emmet County Engineer, met with the Board and presented a utility permit for Iowa Lakes Electric Cooperative, located in Iowa Lake Township, south side of Section 36, west of intersection with Hwy 15, to replace overhead with underground cable.   It was moved by Quastad, seconded by Pluth to approve and have Chair sign the utility permit as requested and recommended by the Engineer.  All ayes, motion carried. 

Davis-Oeth discussed that secondary roads are trying to re-establish shoulders on roadways before harvest.  Davis-Oeth stated they will try to stay off the roads during the harvest season.
At 9:30, Schumacher, Chair, opened up the public hearing for K & T Olson Swine LLC.  The new confinement site is located in the NW NE 7-98-31 in Denmark Township.  Members of the present public were: Thomas Olson, Lorie Olson, Brian Ritland from Pinnacle Group LLC, Doug Evans, Kayla Evans and John Skrepak.  There were no comments from the public, verbal or written.   It was moved by Quastad, seconded by Pluth, to close the public hearing.  All ayes, motion carried.  It was moved by Pluth, seconded by Juhl, to approve the matrix of 440 points and recommend the construction permit application for K & T Olson Swine LLC.  All ayes, motion carried.  The necessary paperwork will be forwarded to the DNR.

Don Reffer, B&W Control Specialists, met with the Board to discuss the drainage ditch brush control.  He presented a handout to each Board member of the total maximum costs for each district, with a grand total amounting to $43,500.  He stated that everything looks real good out there. He reminded the Board that they are on a three year rotation.  On his handout, he noted a couple of districts, that involve state ground, that being Drainage District #121 and #60.
