Schumacher, Chair, called the meeting to order.  Motion was made by Pluth, seconded by Juhl, to review and approve the minutes from last week’s meeting and also approve them for publication.  All ayes, motion carried.

During public forum, Vickie Jurrens, Emmet County Treasurer, informed the Board that the Treasurer’s office will close at 3:30 on October 5 and also be closed all day on October 6 for all her employees to attend the D.O.T.’s second annual conference in Altoona.  
Dan Burton, Assistant to the Engineer, presented Resolution 2016-12 to the Board for approval to set a public hearing date to discuss the proposed road (portion of 440th Ave, Section 11, Twp. 100N, Range 33W) to be classified as Area Service “A” system.  It was moved by Quastad, seconded by Juhl, to set the public hearing date for October 11, 2016 in the Board of Supervisors room in the Emmet County Courthouse at 9:30 a.m.  Roll call vote was taken; Ayes: Pluth, Quastad, Madden, Juhl, & Schumacher.   Nays: None                  All ayes, motion carried.  Resolution #2016-12 reads as follows:

RESOLUTION TO SET PUBLIC HEARING DATE ON ESTABLISHING A CLASS “A” ROAD – 440TH AVE, ELLSWORTH TWP
WHEREAS, the Code of Iowa, section 309.57 gives the Board of Supervisors the power to specify certain roads within the County as Area Service “A” roads, and

WHEREAS, the Emmet County Board of Supervisors, after consulting with the County Engineer, desires to designate various roads in Emmet County on the Area Service “A” System to provide for a standard level of maintenance,
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Emmet County Board of Supervisors has scheduled a Public Hearing to be held at 9:30 A.M. on Tuesday, October 11, 2016 in the Board of Supervisors Office in the Emmet County Courthouse, Estherville, Iowa to discuss the proposed road to be classified as Area Service “A”:


That portion of 440th Ave, commencing at the intersection of 100th St, Section Eleven (11), Township One Hundred (100) North, Range Thirty-Three (33) West of the Fifth P.M., Emmet County, Iowa thence running south to the intersection of 110th St.  The road alignment is sixty-six (66) feet right-of-way.


At said Public Hearing, any person present, and so wishing will be given the opportunity to be heard, for or against, the proposed road classification.  Any person so wishing may file a document with the Emmet County Auditor’s Office prior to the time of the hearing, should the person wish the document to be read for them at the time of the hearing.

Burton and the Board also held some discussion on roads and ditches. 
The City of Ringsted, represented by Mayor, Dan Jorgensen, met with the Board asking for help with funding from the Emmet County Local Option Sales and Services Tax (L.O.S.S.T.) to repair Ringsted’s City Hall. They will remove the old bricks, put up studs and steel and put on a new pitched roof, in place of the flat roof.   He is asking for help of $15,000 for the project.  Total project cost will be around $29,500.  Jorgensen stated that any amount would be greatly appreciated.  It was moved by Madden, seconded by Pluth to put this item on the Agenda for next week, using L.O.S.S.T. funds.  
Mike Martens, Emmet County Sheriff and Chris Furman, City of Armstrong’s Attorney, met with the Board to discuss the Armstrong Dispatch shared law enforcement proposed agreement with Emmet County.  Furman stated that the Armstrong City Council met last night and they made a couple of changes to Martens original proposed agreement.  Furman stated that they approved the changes, but the shared Agreement has not been formally approved yet.  Furman stated that the City of Armstrong wants 72 hours of on call law enforcement each week and full dispatching services for a flat fee of $25,000 per year.  Sheriff Martens stated that we can do that and felt it was a fair and reasonable offer and stated that we can make those numbers work. Furman stated to the Board that the payment terms are very similar to what they were.
At last night’s council meeting, Furman stated that at the meeting a couple of changes to Sheriff Marten’s proposal were tentatively added.  Both Schumacher and Sheriff Martens believe that these changes cloud the issue of the Agreement verbage.   Furman stated that he had stated very clearly to the Armstrong Council last night that this is for 72 hours only of on call law enforcement coverage per week.  Furman stated that part of agreement is good faith on both sides.  Martens stated that with the proposed changes, his concern would be that he is going to be faced to cover Armstrong when it will not work out well with the Sheriff’s office here.  Furman stated that he is very happy to see this come together and feels we are about ready to close.  The Board asked Furman to add some clarification to the agreement language and include the installment payments yet owing for the unpaid back dispatching fees.

Furman will take back to Armstrong City Council’s next council meeting and have them review and sign the Agreement.  Martens stated that he would like to see the clarification in the language beforehand.  Schumacher, Chair of the Board of Supervisors, thanked everyone for working together on this issue.
Motion was made by Juhl, seconded by Quastad, to adjourn the meeting at 10:09 a.m.  All ayes, motion carried.
