Absent:  
Schumacher, Chair, called the meeting to order.  Motion was made by Pluth, seconded by Quastad, to approve the minutes from last week’s meeting and also approve them for publication.  All ayes, motion carried.

During public forum, Quastad stated that he and Pluth had attended a Seasons meeting last week and shared some information with the Board concerning Seasons.
At 9:10 p.m. it was moved by Juhl, seconded by Quastad, to go into closed session pursuant to Iowa Code 21.5.(1)(j).  Roll call vote taken: Pluth, Quastad, Madden, Juhl & Schumacher.  Nays: none.  All ayes, motion carried.  The meeting moved into closed session.

Motion was made by Madden, seconded by Pluth, to go out of closed session.  All ayes, motion carried.  No action was taken.

Marlin Paulson, Armstrong, and Vickie Jurrens, Emmet County Treasurer, met with the Board to ask for the abatement of mobile home taxes on two mobile homes at Inn Towner Trailer Court in Armstrong that Paulson manages. The mobile homes were trashed and have been removed.  One has 5 years of back taxes for $740 and the other has 4 years of back taxes for $624.   It was moved by Madden, seconded by Juhl to abate the taxes.  All ayes, motion carried.

It was moved by Juhl, seconded by Quastad, to have Chairman Schumacher sign the sub-contract with Compass Pointe for FY 2017.  All ayes, motion carried.

Walter Davis-Oeth, Emmet County Engineer presented the Board with information about a vehicle purchase for the Engineer’s office. He discussed with the Board the various quotes he has received from the local dealership in Estherville.  He will go ahead and make the purchase locally. 
He stated that the mower has been broken down this week and will go out again today for the road ditches.

He also stated that secondary roads will be doing a patch on A-20 north and west of Estherville that is badly needed towards the end of this week.  It will be a 78’ length on the south side of the road.

He also informed that Board that he recently received the bridge report and it was not the best of news.  We have 4 bridges in Emmet County that have been recommended for restrictions.  He stated that the wood timbers are decaying on the bridge pilings. The bridges were probably put up in 1970 & 1971.  There are two on N 52 in Jack Creek Township, one on the north side of Section 20 in Ellsworth Township and one in Section 6 in Center Township.  He stated for the short term, they will be doing some testing on these bridges to try and keep them out of restrictions.  If that is not an option, the bridges will have to be posted and the county will have to consider bridge replacement costs.  They may do some rehab to these bridges and maybe get another 20 years out of them.  This would be cheaper, than total replacement of the bridges.  Davis-Oeth stated that he was unsure of funding for bridges in the near future.  He told the Board in the near future he will present a Resolution for Bridge Postings in the County.
Donell Doering, Co Executive Director for Elderbridge Agency on Aging presented her annual report to the Board.  She also shared with the Board their services for adults 60 years of age and older here in Emmet County.  Doering stated that Elderbridge currently serves 29 counties in Iowa.  She is requesting $2.85 per Senior for FY 17-18 for 2,528 seniors in Emmet County. Elderbridge spends $24.82 in Emmet County for every $1 of County funds requested.  She appreciates the Board’s consideration of their request for next FY year. 
Al Blum and Nancy Danielson from Blum & Leonard Insurance Agency discussed with the Board the Iowa Counties Assurance Pool (ICAP) renewal for FY 2017.    They presented handouts to each Board member explaining the amounts paid out for each liability coverage this year.  Danielson and Blum stated that in 7 years from the start with ICAP the county will be fully vested.  Blum stated that at budget time next year, the Board should put more money in the budget for the increase in the insurance costs.  Blum and Danielson also asked the Board if they wanted to up their coverage to the next step of $7,000,000. Blum and Leonard suggested that the Board visit with Attorney Doug Hansen on this issue.  Danielson stated that the County’s renewal time is December 1, 2016; she stated the order forms should be sent in by November 24, 2016.
Danielson said we need to figure out a way not to have as many claims; she commended Pluth’s work with the Safety Committee and recommended him sharing the costs of workmen’s compensation claims with them.
Blum and Danielson also stated that E-911 and Emergency Management are governed by Iowa Code.  They are a separate legal entity and both entities have a commission that overseas them.  They stated that they need to have their own ICAP policy.  It would be like Emmet County’s and fully vested in 7 years.
The Board reviewed the monthly claims for Emmet County.  It was moved by Juhl, seconded by Madden, to approve the claims as listed in the claims register.  All ayes, motion carried.
