Absent:  
Schumacher, Chair, called the meeting to order.  Motion was made by Madden, seconded by Quastad, to review and approve the minutes from the November 1, 2016 Board meeting and also approve them for publication.  All ayes, motion carried.
It was moved by Pluth, seconded by Juhl to give Board approval of the October 25, 2016, joint drainage minutes for Joint Drainage District ECD#61(Emmet, Clay & Dickinson Counties). Chair will sign and send back to control county, Dickinson County.  All ayes, motion carried.
Motion was made by Pluth, seconded by Quastad, to approve a firework permit application and issue a permit.  The Board will forward a copy of the application and permit to the Emmet County Sheriff’s Office.

The Board canvassed the results of the General Election held on November 8, 2016.  It was moved by Juhl, seconded by Quastad,                  to approve the results as recorded by the official media and as listed in the canvass book.  All ayes, motion carried.

Amy Sathoff, Emmet County Auditor, presented information she had received from Frank Johnson, our representative for Iowa Governmental Health Care Plan (IGHCP).  Auditor, Amy Sathoff, stated that IGHCP are restructuring their fees and it has made our insurance rates go down.  Frank Johnson, our representative, stated by phone to Auditor Sathoff, that his recommendation to the Board would be to choose Option #2, keeping the dollars here in our county.  It was moved by Juhl, seconded by Pluth, to approve the second option keeping the money in Emmet County.  All ayes, motion carried.

It was moved by Pluth, seconded by Madden to have the Board signed a joint drainage statement from Dickinson County Auditor’s Office for Joint ECD#61 in the amount of $3,519.00, payable to Jacobson-Westergard & Associates.  The statement will be sent back to control County, Dickinson, for payment.  All ayes, motion carried.

Walter Davis-Oeth discussed various bridges and possible repair remedies.  David-Oeth also presented the following resolution, reading as follows:

RESOLUTION

# 16-15

WHEREAS, the Emmet County Board of Supervisors is empowered pursuant to Sections 321.236(8), 321.255 and 321.471 to 321.473 of the Code of Iowa, 2016 to prohibit the operation of vehicles or impose limitations as to the weight thereof on designated highways or highway structures under their jurisdiction, and

WHEREAS, the County Engineer, pursuant to consultation with bridge engineers, has completed the structure inventory and appraisal of certain county bridges, in accordance with the national Bridge Inspection Standards, and has determined that these bridges are inadequate for two-lane legal loads at allowable operating stresses, and

WHEREAS, by reason of repair, removal or replacement, some bridges previously restricted do not require posting at below normal permissible weight and may be removed from prior listings, and

WHEREAS, by reason of deterioration of materials and materials of insufficient strength, some such bridges will be seriously damaged or destroyed unless the permissible weights of vehicles are reduced, and

WHEREAS, it is our judgment that the following listed tons (including the weight of the vehicle and load) is the maximum weight such bridges can bear, on a continuous basis, without seriously damaging or destroying such bridge:

Amy Sathoff, County Auditor
It was moved by Quastad, seconded by Pluth to approve Resolution #2016-15 as recommended by the Engineer.  Roll call vote taken:                                        Ayes:  Juhl, Madden, Quastad, Pluth and Schumacher, Nays: None.  All ayes, motion carried.
Nancy Danielson, Blum & Leonard Insurance Agency, revisited with the Board concerning the Iowa Counties Assurance Pool (ICAP) renewal for the new Fiscal Year.  Discussion was held about increasing liability by 1 million, she did not recommend reducing or going backwards.  She checked with neighboring counties and they are at a lower rate than Emmet County is. This is the end of the third year with this group.  She stated that she should put this question about the coverage amount in front of the Board every year for their review.    This liability is per occurrence.  She stated our loss ratio hasn’t been very good this last year, but this is not reflected yet in this report.  Quastad stated that he would like to stay at the 6 million.  Motion was made by Quastad, seconded by Juhl, to keep the coverage the same as it has been at the 6 million dollars.  All ayes, motion carried.  Danielson stated that we need to get the renewal signed and ordered.  Danielson also mentioned the $1,000 grant that was available this year and Auditor, Amy Sathoff, filled out the necessary paperwork and received the grant dollars to buy some safety items.  She feels this grant will be available next year also.  She also questioned the Board about insurance for Emergency Management and E-911.  She will contact Dan Jorgenson for E-911.  She stated that those 2 entities if insured with ICAP would each be eligible to apply also for the grants.  She stated that the county can also pool the grant money together to receive a more expensive item with the grant dollars.
The Board reviewed the Manure Management Plan (MMP) for Greg Anderson in the SW SW of 7-98-31 of Denmark Township and the Nutrient Management Plan for J.A.N.S. Farms Inc. #1, Jeff Anderson located in SE NE of Sec 35-98-32 of Jack Creek Township.
Members of the Emmet County Fairboard visited with the Board.  Members present were: Betty Fiddler, Fair Manager, Brett Mace, President, Dan Lutat, Vice President and Candace Harvey & Ryan Rosburg. The fairboard presented a quote for a new steel roof on the Skateland and the Industrial Building at the Emmet County Fairgrounds.    Pluth’s suggestion was to get more bids.  Schumacher stated that it would be good to have at least 3 bids.  Schumacher also asked you are coming to the Board to request what amount?  Madden stated to remember that the Local Option Sales Tax money is from the unincorporated area, also reiterating that this is still  community betterment, but sits inside the corporate limits.  Mace stated that he will get two more bids.  One contractor stated that he thought he could get it done yet this year.  They will revisit with the Board at next week’s Board Meeting.
Motion was made by Juhl, seconded by Quastad, to adjourn the meeting at 10:40 a.m.  All ayes, motion carried.
