Kiley Miller, Iowa Lakes Corridor CEO presented their quarterly report.  Kiley shared the work the Corridor has been exploring with different housing options in the area.  He also indicated that there are some good entrepreneurial efforts in Emmet County also.  Kiley asked the Board to keep the Corridor informed of any business changes they may know of in the area such as business sales or retirements.  Kiley thanked the Board for their ongoing support.
Walter Davis-Oeth, Emmet County Engineer shared with the Board the recent accident involving a county pickup.  The Board discussed with him different options regarding replacement of the vehicle.  Walter would like to setup a work session with a couple members of the Board to discuss weed spraying options.  Quastad and Pluth volunteered to work with him regarding this.  Quastad mentioned a night light that was out and that a DNR permit will be needed for an upcoming drainage project.  
The Board reviewed the Nutrient Management Plan Form for Riverview Feed Yard in the NE of the NE of 26-99-31 of Armstrong Grove Township.

A fireworks permit application from Arlen Tirevold for December 16, 2016 at 1035 430th Avenue, Estherville was presented to the Board.  Motion was made by Juhl, seconded by Madden, to approve the request and forward the permit to the Sheriff and Arlen Tirevold.  All ayes, motion carried.
Last week the City of Dolliver requested $7,500 for renovations to their City Hall.  Mary Rose Rezac was on hand and answered questions from the Board.  Motion by Juhl, seconded by Madden to approve utilizing Local Option Sales Tax dollars to fund the request.  Ayes: Madden, Juhl, Pluth and Schumacher - Nay: Quastad.   Motion carried.
Last week the Armstrong Benefited Fire Department presented a request for $13,024 for a slider unit for a new truck.  Todd Eisenbacher was on hand and answered project questions from the Board.  Motion by Madden, seconded by Pluth to approve utilizing Local Option Sales Tax dollars to fund the request.   All ayes, motion carried.  Eisenbacher thanked the Board for their support.
Members of the Emmet County Fairboard were present to discuss their recent roofing request.  Betty Fiddler presented estimates from Estherville Building Center and Raul Ramirez.  Bids are as follows:
